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Each year, the AUA Language Center holds a seminar for around English teachers, including those who
work under the Ministry of Education and the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority, as well as English Teachers
from the private sector and international schools. The Ministry of Education normally selects teachers from
every province in the Kingdom to participate. The overall aims of the serninar are two-fold: first, to provide
a forum for the sharing of current English language teaching principles and practice; and second, to provide
opportunities for the participants to upgrade their knowledge and use of the English language. This year
will be the 47" annual seminar, which will be held at AUA Language Center, Chamchuri Square,

from October 12-16, 2015.

AUA annual seminars bring together teachers, teacher educators, and notable experts within the TESOL
field for a program of carefully coordinated plenary presentations, breakout sessions, demonstration
lessans, and workshops — intended to help English teachers develop a practical framework for teaching
English in their provinces or districts.

The theme this year is Communicative Language Teaching in Thailand: Transformation & Assessment,
QOur objective will be to evaluate the effectiveness of recent efforts to adopt communicative English
language teaching practices in Thailand, and engage participants in an open dialog on ongoing initiatives on
methodological reform vis-a-vis the social and learning contexts of their classrooms. Presenters and
trainers will make a concerted effort to facilitate teacher collaboration and coaching to ensure that this
year's communicative techniques and materials make their way back to their students. Simultaneously, we
will explore ways to assess the effectiveness of the communicative approach in raising the standards of

student competence in English, using the Common European Framework of Reference as our systern of
measurement,

in compliance with ELI/OBEC's Guidelines for English Language Teaching Reforms in Thailand (May, 2014},
we have outlined the main teacher development objectives for this seminar as follows:

Teachers will be able to...

¢ use the CEFR as the main framework to set objectives for and assess student learning.

e initiate special enrichment classes for social interaction.

e help students develop academic literacy in English across the curriculum.

e conduct effective conversation classes that focus on listening and speaking.

e develop and implement English language teaching materials for specific purposes & careers.

e successfully plan and run effective and enjoyable English camps & competitions.

e access & incorporate E-content and learning applications and make successful use of ICT.

o develop and foster a rich English language acquisition environment in their schools and classrooms.

o shift from a teaching emphasis on the grammar of English to an emphasis on the communicative
use of the ianguage.
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Our target audience will be teachers of English at all levels: primary, secondary and tertiary {university and
vocational), as well as English Program (EP) and English Bilingual Education (EBF) program Science and
Math teachers. We would especially like to request that administrative bodies, such as the Ministry of
Education and the Bangkok Metropolitan Authority invite teachers who will be able to share methods,
techniques, and materials with colleagues in their schools and districts once they return home. We would
especially like to encourage first-time AUA seminar participants to attend, so that those teachers who have
never experienced one of our seminars have the chance to participate. The seminar is open to both Thai
and foreign teachers, as we conduct the entire seminar in English.

Each day will begin with 75-minute small-group, classroom sessions conducted by AUA trainers. A 90-
minute plenary presentation in our new seminar room, given by regional and international experts, follows
the morning classroom sessions. After lunch, afternoon dema fessons will feature original, language
enrichment sessions developed by AUA trainers that will serve as complete, integrated instructional
models to enhance our participants’ English language skills and inspire them to assist their students in the
achievement of the CEFR objectives in English at their educational level.

Other features of the seminar will include: opening addresses from key personnei within the Ministry of
Education, the American University Alumni Association, the US State Department, and other organizations
and educational institutions; daily exhibits by major book publishers and suppliers in Thailand: daily coffee
breaks that enable the participants to mix and network socially; an evening reception for all participants;
and a closing ceremony, which includes the presentation of gifts and certificates.
